Bylaws of the 
David Foulke Memorial Garden

The David Foulke Memorial Garden was founded in 1973.

The purpose of this Garden is to:
· Provide a space for people to garden together and to meet their neighbors ;
· Provide for the beautification of open space in the downtown Brooklyn area by residents in the immediate neighborhood;
· To engage students of neighborhood schools through hands-on gardening;
· To learn about gardening and a sustainable environment 
· To promote a cleaner, safer and better neighborhood through group action.

MEMBERSHIP:  Any person residing within the confines of Community Board #2 and /or school district #15/13 is eligible for membership. 

DUES: Dues shall be $ (cost of a key) per year – subject to change at the discretion of the membership, per person. The $ (cost of a key) shall be used to provide each member with a key. Lost keys will have to be replaced at the cost of the member.

OFFICERS: The officers shall be: President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer. These officials shall be elected by a voting majority of members 18 years of age or older, at the general meeting in September of each year.

DUTIES OF ELECTED OFFICIALS: President: The President shall preside over all meetings of the organization and any steering committee (i.e. fund raising, garden parties, plot management). The President may delegate specific  areas of responsibility to the Vice President. 
Vice President: It shall be the duty of the Vice President to assist the President at all times, and to chair meetings in his or her absence. 
Secretary: The secretary shall keep records of all proceedings of the Garden membership and committee meetings.
Treasurer: It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to collect, record, and deposit all monies due to the organization, and be the custodian of all the funds for petty cash. The Treasurer shall keep a record of petty cash spent, provide receipts of same, and give a report at each meeting. All other monies are to be deposited into the designated bank account. The Treasurer shall be a co-signor of all checks with the signature of one other officer, which shall be the Vice President or Secretary. There shall be at least two signatures, one of which can be the President, Vice President,  or Secretary together with the Treasurer.  

COMMITTEES: The membership may establish committees at any meeting, when necessary to accomplish any garden goal. Any established committee may elect, appoint or designate its chair person.

GENERAL MEETINGS: General meetings are for all garden members and shall be held on the first Saturday of the month during gardening months. There shall be at least four general meetings a year. The first being held in April.

ELECTIONS: Elections shall be held during the annual meeting in September. Members can volunteer for an elected position or be nominated by another member.

AMENDMENTS: The bylaws of this organization may be amended at any general meeting. Members must be notified at least one week in advance of any proposals and two-thirds  of those present and voting  must approve any change (66 %).

VACANCIES: Any vacancy by reason of death, resignation, removal or otherwise (e.g. unpaid dues) may be filled by the President from the list of garden applicants.

QUORUM: In matters of all business, those members present and in good standing and voting will constitute a majority.

COMMUNITY LIAISON OR ADVISORY MEMBERS: This person(s) shall be selected from within the neighborhood to act in an advisory capacity only such as to help in obtaining and raising funds for the Garden, in obtaining garden design assistance, and obtaining legal advice when needed for garden concerns.

CONDUCT: No one, at any time, may harass, or verbally abuse another Garden member.  This will be grounds for expulsion from the Garden.
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
